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TOURIST ATTRACTIONS:

JIUZHAIGOU (Average Altitude at 2000-3000M)

¢ Jiuzhaigou Scenic Area - Jiuzhaigou is a famous scenic valley made up of three main
areas: Shuzheng, Zechawa, and Rize Valleys. It stretches over 50 km and is 80% covered by
forest. The name comes from the nine Tibetan villages scattered throughout the area. Known
for its "Five Wonders" — snowy mountains, colorful lakes, forests, waterfalls, and Tibetan-Qiang
culture —Jiuzhaigou is world-renowned for its natural beauty.

HUANGLONG (Average Altitude at 3000-4000M) /

¢ Huanglong Scenic Area - Located in Songpan County, Sichuan, Huanglong lies beneath
the Xuebaoding Peak. It's famous for its colourful pools, snow mountains, deep valleys, and
forests. As China’s best-preserved highland wetland, it was listed as a UNESCO World Natural
Heritage site in 1992.

¢ Panda Park - Located in the picturesque town of Qingchengshan, between the Qingcheng
Mountain scenic area and the ancient town, this is China’s only research center focused on
disease prevention and wild rescue of giant pandas. Surrounded by bamboo groves, lush
greenery, and peaceful walking paths, the park offers a refreshing natural environment.
Adjacent to the giant panda habitat World Heritage site, it provides an ideal climate and setting
for pandas. Visitors can observe many adorable pandas eating, playing, and relaxing—an
experience that delights people of all ages.

CHONGQING

¢ Hongyadong - This famous spot in Chongging is known for its traditional Bayu-style stilt
houses called “Diaojiaolou”. It mixes old stone buildings with modern light shows, creating a
beautiful and unique view, especially at night. When the lights come on after sunset, the whole
area glows, showing the perfect mix of traditional culture and modern art. Hongyadong has a
long history and used to be an important military site in ancient Chongqing. Today, it's a
must-visit place where visitors can feel the charm of both the old and the new city.

¢ Wide and Narrow Alley - Comprising Wide Alley, Narrow Alley, and Well Alley
arranged in parallel, all featuring antique courtyards with grey-blue bricks and tiles. It is
one of the relatively large historical streets preserved from the Qing Dynasty in Chengdu,
collectively known as one of the three major historically and culturally protected street
areas along with Da Ci Temple and Wenshu Monastery. It has received various titles,
such as "China's Characteristic Commercial Pedestrian Street" in 2009, Sichuan's
Historical and Cultural Famous Street, one of Chengdu's New Ten Scenic Spots in 2011,
and one of Sichuan's Ten Most Beautiful Streets.

Precautions:

1. Altitude Sickness — Many sites in this itinerary are located at high altitudes. seniors and those with weaker health
conditions are advised to bring necessary medications and carry portable oxygen if needed. During the trip,
avoid alcohol, refrain from intense physical activity, and eat more vegetables and fruits. this tour is not
recommended for individuals with heart disease or asthma.
