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TOURIST ATTRACTIONS:

¢ Schonbrunn Palace - is a former imperial summer residence located in Vienna, Austria. The
1,441-room Baroque palace is one of the most important architectural, cultural and historical
monuments in the country. Since the mid-1950s it has been a major tourist attraction.

SALZBURG

4 Mirabell Palace - Follow the sound of music to the iconic Mirabell Palace and Gardens, where
Fraulein Maria and the von Trapp children delightfully sang “Do-Re-Mi". Mirabell has become a
dream destination for marriage ceremonies. Stroll throught the gardens and admire the charming
flower beds, statues of Roman gods, hedge theater, Pegasus fountain and garden of baroque
marble dwarfs.

BUDAPEST

¢ Budapest - A vibrant city split by the Danube River, known for its stunning architecture, the
Chain Bridge, Fisherman'’s Bastion, and the majestic Parliament Building.

¢ Fisherman’s Bastion - in Budapest was built in the 19th century. The Bastion takes its name
from the guild of fishermen that was responsible for defending this stretch of the city walls in the
middle Ages.

¢ Buda Castle - is the historical castle and palace complex of the Hungarian kings in Budapest.
In the past, it has been called Royal Palace and Royal Castle. The castle is a part of the
Budapest World Heritage Site, which was declared a Heritage Site in 1987.

PLITVICE LAKES /

¢ Plitvice Lakes National Park - The Plitvice Lakes are considered to be one of the most
beautiful natural destinations in Europe. Due to its natural beauty and significance, this system
of 16 interlinked lakes and a large forest complex around it were set aside as a national park in
1949, World Heritage Site since 1979.0k for the fancy columns and king pictures outside! It's
right by the Plaza del Pilar.

POSTOJNA CAVE

¢ Postojna Cave - is a 24,120 m long karst cave system near Postojna, southwestern Slovenia.

It is the second-longest cave system in the country as well as one of its top tourism sites. The
caves were created by the Pivka River.

LJUBLJANA /

¢ The Triple Bridge - is a group of three bridges across the Ljubljanica River. It connects the
Ljubljana’s historical, medieval, town on one bank, and the modern city of Ljubljana, capital of
Slovenia, on the other. Since 2007, all the three bridges have been part of the Ljubljana
pedestrian-only zone

ZAGREB

¢ Upper and Lower Town - The centre of Zagreb is divided into two parts: Gornji Grad (Upper
Town) and Donji Grad (Lower Town). Because of its historical structures, churches and religious
monuments, Gornji Grad has a great historic value attached to it and is considered a tourist
paradise. Donji Grad, on the other hand, mostly consists of shops, cafes, museums and parks

¢ Zagreb Cathedral of the Assumption - With its gothic spires towering 105 meters over
Zagreb's Gornji Grad the Cathedral of the Assumption of the Virgin Mary is an omnipresent
landmark, as well as being one of the city's top attractions. Built in the 11th century, the
magnificent cathedral is Croatia's tallest structure and largest place of worship.

¢ Lotrscak Tower - Lotrscak Tower is one of the oldest buildings in Zagreb's historic Gornji
Grad. It was built into the defense walls of the original 13th-century settlement of Gradec.
