With a population of 55,304 recorded in the 2014 Moroccan census,
Midelt serves as the commercial center of a large agricultural hinterland.

¢ Ouarzazate - is a city south of Morocco’s High Atlas Mountains, known as a gateway
to the Sahara Desert. Its huge Taourirt Kasbah, home to a 19th-century palace, has
views over the rugged local landscape, which features in several movies. Northwest is
the fortified red-earth city of Ait Ben Haddou.
