Take the fastest elevator in the world,
with a speed of up to 600 meters, and feel the illusion of traveling through time
and space. You can go to the observation deck on the 118th floor with a
transparent glass floor, and then go to the sky terrace on the 120th floor to enjoy
the beautiful city view of Seoul.

The entire process of painting on stages combined with
incredible visual effects and a witty blend of mime, dance and comedy.
